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Pets are a part of the family, and as a pet owner you want to give them the best!  However, with 

all the foods, treats and information on the internet it can be hard to decide on what to feed

FOOD FACTS FROM DR FLANARY 
All pet owners should know 

 

1. Do not feed your pet people food of any kind.  This is the number one reason we 
see pets at the vet clinic for vomiting and diarrhea.  Pets do not need the same kinds 
of food we eat.  Most of it is too rich and too fat for them. This leads to irritation of 
the intestines, stomach, gallbladder, and pancreas and can be life threatening. So, 
no ham, BBQ, bologna, bacon, cheese, or steak…just to name a few.  
 



2. Do not feed your pets chocolate 
or sweets especially ones with 
xylitol in them.  These ingredients 
can cause heart issues, liver 
damage and seizures and can be 
fatal. With the holidays fast 
approaching keep candy away 
from your pets.  And yes, your pets 
can get on counter tops where you 
thought the sweets were out of reach.  
 
3. Do not feed your pet any meat or high protein diet such as Blue Buffalo or Call of 
the Wild. Your dog is not a wolf, and your cat is not a lynx no matter what you see 
on the TV commercials. My blood pressure goes up every time I see these 
commercials because I know how many pets have developed kidney disease and 
went into kidney failure from eating these diets.   Please do not believe 
advertisements from TV or the worker at Petsmart. Their job is to sell food and make 
money not to find the food that best suits your pets’ individual needs. 

 
4. Do not feed your pet any bones (cooked or not 
cooked), raw hides, pig ears or any other strange 
body parts of other animals!!! Why? Because these 
things puncture stomach and intestinal linings and 
make your pet septic and they can die!  They are 
not digestible and get stuck in the intestines. Did 
you know that the average cost not fix a problem 

like this is $3,500? That’s an expensive & invasive surgery that could be avoided! 
 
5. Do not feed your pets the cheapest food you can find because it does not provide 
the balanced nutrition your pet requires and as a result your pet will be unhealthy 
and can get sick easily. Diarrhea is also a common side effect of cheap food because 
it moves through but is not digestible. 
 



6. Science Diet uses the AAFCO Feeding Trial 
Method- which requires the manufacturer perform 
an AAFCO-protocol feeding trial using their food as 
the sole source of nutrition and document the pets’ 
performance when fed the food. Once this is done, 
AFFCO requires a statement on the label of the 
food. An example of an AAFCO statement using the 
feeding trial method would be: “Animal feeding 
tests using AAFCO procedures substantiate the 
Science Diet Food provides complete and balanced 
nutrition for maintenance of adult dogs.” Always look for this statement saying a 
pet food went through a feeding trial for these are better quality.  Did you know 
that if a diet says “Formulated for ALL Life Stages” that it is a Puppy food?  Your 9-
year-old senior pet does not need to be eating a puppy food.  Be sure your dog food 
is specific for a puppy, adult dog or senior (mature) pet.   
 
7. Do not believe the advertisements from TV or the worker at Petsmart. Their job 
is to sell food and make money, not to find the food that best suits your pet’s 
individual needs. Do not feed your pet any meat or high protein diet such as Blue 
Buffalo or Call of the Wild. Your dog is not a wolf, and your cat is not a lynx regardless 
of what you see on the TV commercials. At FVC we have seen numerous pets 
develop kidney disease and go into kidney failure from these diets.  
 
8.  Grain Free Diets- Do not feed Grain Free Diets. Research has shown that feeding 
grain free diets over a prolonged period of time can cause Cardiomyopathy (heart 
disease).

9. Feeding Pets a Raw-Meat Diet Can Be Dangerous for Them—and for You. Do not 
feed a raw diet. Feeding of raw meat based diet to pets has become increasingly 
popular amongst pet owners.  Feeding raw meat based diets is not only an 
unbalanced nutrition for your pet but can be dangerous for them and you. Raw diets 
harvest several bacteria such as E. coli and Salmonella. For more information on raw
